8Yes, we do have confidence, and we would rather be away from
the body and at home with the Lord. ° So whether we are at home or
away, we make it our aim to please him. *°For all of us must appear be-
fore the judgment seat of Christ, so that each may receive recompense
for what has been done in the body, whether good or evil.

“For the love of Christ urges us on, because we are convinced that one
has died for all; therefore all have died. **And he died for all, so that those
who live might live no longer for themselves, but for him who died and
was raised for them.
